• UNCRD proposed the formulation of National 3R Strategies in the 
Asian countries as an effective approach to translate concept of the 
3R I iti ti l d b th G t f J d th3R Initiative lead by the Government of Japan and the 
recommendations made at the international meetings into practical 
actions at the national level.

• UNCRD, together with MoE-Japan, is assisting Indonesia, Vietnam, 
and Bangladesh to formulate the National 3R Strategies, and alsoand Bangladesh to formulate the National 3R Strategies, and also 
providing assistance in pilot scale projects and awareness 
raising activities.

• Basic principles:  Motivate Asian countries and nurture common 
understanding and strong political will on 3R promotion.
