Since 1974 ILSR has
provided research and technical assistance for small businesses, government agencies and community
development organizations throughout the US. Seldman is a former manufacturer and university lecturer in
the history of ideas. He is well known for integrating recycling and community development through joint
venture enterprises which he has helped start. He has directed research which has lead to investments in
recycling and composting which have been diverted from investment in landfills and incinerators. Most
recently, he has been involved in deconstruction of buildings to preserve valuable building materials and train
low income workers for the construction trades. Seldman has also lectured in the US, Europe and China on the
concept and practice of zero waste which moves recycling beyond the waste stream into issues of energy,
pollution, carbohydrate based development and the production and distribution of products and packages.
