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The number of companies publishing environmental reports is increasing each year. Among Tokyo
stock exchange 1st division companies, 416(27.3%) out of 1523 published such report in 2003.
However, the number of companies which published environmental report for the first time
decreased to 44 from 75 in 2002. Some kinds of measures are needed to increase this number.
Looking at the means of report, 406 companies disclosed both by paper print and web site. 14
published abbreviated version in print and disclosed in-depth information through web site to satisfy
various readers’ needs. Companies referring GRI guidelines in their reports also increased to 94 from
66 in 2002.

IGES Kansai Research Centre has also conducted comparability study of environmental reports in
some sectors. The comparability of performance data has been steadily improving.

However, for the use of corporate evaluation, clearly defined scope and ecobalance sheet are needed

for each reporting.
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
