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Private sector plays an important role in 2025

o With the full operationalization of Article 6, 2025 is the year of implementation where
Article 6 must deliver tangible mitigation impacts – driving ambitious and high integrity
mitigation activities on the ground and building trust in cooperative implementation.

o Private sector plays a crucial role in initiating and facilitating development of actual
mitigation activities aligning with the host countries’ priorities and sustainable
development objectives.

o Private sector may need to be informed of various Article 6 authorization arrangements
and related processes set by each country – Importance of accessibility to relevant
information, clarity and transparency, and effective communications
